Assembly

1. Grill Cart Assembly

IMPORTANT: As an aid to assembly, see
the Package Contents List and Hardware
Pack Contents on pages 5, 6, and 7 for
pictures and sizes of grill components and
fasteners referenced by key letters in these
instructions.

a). Use 4 CC Round Head Screws and 4
DD Lock Washers to attach Cart Brace,
Left (D) to Cart Leg, Front Left (B) and Cart
Leg, Back Left (C). Attach Cart Brace, Left
(D) so that flat side will face cart interior
and wide lip faces down. See Fig. 1.

NOTE: Use Tab on Cart Leg, Front Left
as indicator of Front Side of Grill during
assembly.b).

Use 4 CC Round Head Screws and 4 DD
Lock Washers to attach Cart Brace, Right
(G) to Cart Leg, Front Right (E) and Cart
Leg, Back Right (F). Attach Cart Brace,
Right (G) so that flat side will face cart
interior and wide lip faces down. See Fig. 2.

2. Wheel Assembly

a). Attach one Swivel Caster with Brake (H)
and one Swivel Caster (l) to Bottom Panel
(J) using 8 CC Round Head Screws and 8
DD Lock Washers. See Fig. 3.

b). Insert Wheel Axle (K) through Cart Leg,
Front Right (E) and Cart Leg, Back Right
(F). Place Wheel (L), cone side facing
Leg, on each end of Axle. Secure Wheel to
Axle with 2 FF Nut and 2 GG Flat Washer.
See Fig. 4.

Assembly

3. Bottom Panel Assembly

a) Use 4 HH Round Head Screws, 4 DD
Lock Washers and 4 lIFlat Washers to
attach and securely tighten Bottom Panel
(J) to Left Cart Legs (E & F). See Fig. 5.

b) Repeat step 3a to attach and securely
tighten Bottom Panel (J) to Right Cart Legs
(B &C).

Note: Use Tank Hole on bottom panel
as indicator of Right Side of Grill during
assembly.

4.Triangle Bracket Assembly

a). Use 4 AA Round Head Screws and 4
BB Lock Washers to connect one Triangle
Bracket (M) to Cart Leg, Back Right (F)
and Bottom Panel (J). Use same hardware
quantities to connect one Triangle Bracket
(N) to Cart Leg, Front Right and Bottom
Panel (J). See Fig. 6.

b) Repeat step 4a to attach Triangle
Bracket M to Left Side Front Leg and
Bottom Panel, and to attach Triangle
Bracket N to Left Side Back Leg and
Bottom Panel. See Fig. 6.

5. Front Panel Assembly

a). Use 3 AA Round Head Screws and 3
BB Lock Washers to connect front Panel
(O) to Bottom Panel (J). See Fig. 7. Note:
Don't attach Front Panel to Front Right
Cart Leg at this time.

b). Use 2 AA Round Head Screws and 2
BB Lock Washers to attach Towel Rack (P)
to Front Panel (O). See Fig. 8.

6. Charcoal Bin Assembly

a). AttachCharcoal Bin Left (R) and Right
(S) Side panels to Charcoal Bin Back
Panel (T) by securely hooking Back panel
tabs into Side panel slots. See Fig. 9.

b). Place Charcoal Bin Back Panel (T) on
a flat level surface. See Fig.10.Securely
hook Charcoal Bin Bottom Panel (Q) tabs
into Charcoal Bin Left (S) and Right (R)
Side panel slots, and ensure the Charcoal
Bin Bottom Panel (Q) is inside the folded
edge of Charcoal Bin Back Panel (T).

c). Use 6 AA Round Head Screws and 6
BB Lock Washers to connect Charcoal Bin
Front Panel (U) to Side Panels and Bottom
Panel. See Fig. 11. Note: Connection tabs
go on the outside of Side and Bottom
panels.

d) Use 2 AA Round Head Screws and 2
BB Lock Washers to attach Charcoal Bin
Handle (V) to Charcoal Bin Front Panel (U).
See Fig. 12.

7. Front Trim Panel Assembly

a). Place Front Trim Panel (W) against right
side of Charcoal Bin Front Panel. Fit Trim
Panel hinge pin into hole onto bottom of Bin
Front Panel. Tab at top of Trim Panel goes
against back surface of Bin Front Panel.
Holding Trim Panel and Bin Front Panel
together, slide hole on bottom left side of
Bin Front Panel onto hinge pin of Left Front
Cart Leg. Align two holes on bottom right of
Bin Front Panel with holes on Cart Bottom
Panel (J). Secure Bin Front Panel to Bottom
Panel with 2 AA Round Head Screws and 2
BB Lock Washers. See Fig. 13.

b). Attach Front Trim Panel (W) to Front
Panel (O) with 3 AA Round Head Screws
and 3 BB Lock Washers. Attach Front
Panel.

¢) Attach Front Panel (O) to Right Front Cart
Leg (E) with 3 AA Round Head Screws and
3 BB Lock Washers. See Fig. 13.

8.Cart Beam, Front Assembly

a). Use 4 AA Round Head Screws and 4 BB
Lock Washers to connect Cart Beam, Front
(X) to Cart Leg, Front Left (B) and Cart Leg,
Front Right (E). See Fig. 14.

b). Use 5 AA Round Head Screws and 5 BB
Lock Washers to connect Cart Beam, Front
(X) bottom surface to Front Panel (O) and
Front Trim Panel (W). See Fig. 14. Note:
Attach Cart Beam, Front so that flat side
faces to cart exterior.

9. Charcoal Bin Slide Assembly

a). Pull and hold Charcoal Bin Front Panel
forward, and insert the two Charcoal Bin
Slides (Y) through the holes in the Front
Trim Panel (W) and Left Front Cart Leg (B).
See Fig. 15.

b). Use 2 KK Stage Screws to connect the
loop hole ends of the Slides to the Charcoal
Bin Front Panel. See Fig. 15.




Assembly
10.Cart Beam, Back Assembly

Use 4 AA Round Head Screws and 4 BB
Lock Washersto attach Cart Beam, Back
(Z) to Left Back Cart Leg (C)and Right
Back Cart Leg (F). See Fig. 16. NOTE: Flat
side of Cart Beam, Back (Z) must face cart
exterior.

11. Charcoal Bin Cover Assembly

Use 4 JJFlat Head Screws to connect
hinges of Charcoal Bin Cover (ZA) to Cart
Beam, Front (X). See Fig. 17.

12. Firebox Assembly

NOTE: Obtain the aid of an assistant to
lift the Firebox. Be sure that the hose and
regulator hang inside the cart when placing
Firebox.

a). With the aid of an assistant, raise the
Firebox (A) and carefully place it onto the
grill cart. See Fig. 18.

b). Use 4 CC Round Head Screws and
4 DD Lock Washers to securely attach
Firebox to Cart Frame, Left (D) and Cart
Frame, Right (G). See Fig. 19.

c). Insert Crank Handle (ZK) through hole
in Firebox control panel and screw it into
threaded socket for raising Charcoal Tray.
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Assembly

13. Side Shelves Assembly

Use 4 LL Stage Screws to attach one Side
Shelf (ZB) to Back Right Cart Leg (F) and
Front Right Cart Leg (E). See Fig. 20.
Repeat above procedure to attach another
Side Shelf (ZB) to Front Left Cart Leg (B)
and Back Left Cart Leg (C).

14. Ignition Battery Installation

Unscrew the electronic ignition button and
place the 1.5 volt battery (not supplied) into
the housing with the positive terminal (+)
facing outward. Replace the ignition button
after the battery has been installed as
shown in Fig. 21.

15. Install the Grease Tray & Charcoal
Ash Tray

Install the Grease Tray (ZJ) from the rear
of the grill by sliding it all the way onto
the glides underneath Gas firebox. Insert
Grease Cup (ZC) into Grease Tray. See Fig.
22.

Note: Grease Tray Funnel must be toward
the center of the grill.

Install the Ash Tray (ZD) by sliding it all
the way onto the glides underneath the
Charcoal firebox. See Fig. 22.

16. Install Cooking Components

a). Install Heat Diffusers (ZE) above burners
so that holes in diffuser corners attach
securely onto pegs in the back ledge of
firebox. See Fig. 23.

b). Evenly lay Cooking Grids (ZH) over
Diffusers on gas side of Grill. Insert
Charcoal Cooking grid (ZF)above charcoal
tray on Charcoal side of Grill. See Fig. 23.

c). Insert Charcoal Warming Rack (ZG) and
Gas Grill Warming Rack (ZI) into rack glides
on top of side panels of each firebox. See
Fig. 23.

Important Information

Please read these instructions carefully before assembly and use of your barbecue.

Retain these instructions for future reference.

This product is for outdoors use only. Do not use indoors.

Remove plastic wrap from any part before lighting.

Do not use within 1m of any flammable structure or surface. Do not use under any
combustible surface.

Open the barbecue lid before lighting.

Once lit, do not move the barbecue until it has completely cooled, after use.

This barbecue must not be left unattended when lit.

The lid handle can become very hot. Grip only the centre of the handle. Always use
oven gloves when cooking or carrying out any adjustments to the barbecue.

Use purpose designed barbecue tools with long, heat resistant handles.

Use caution when opening the lid, as hot steam inside is released upon opening.
Parts of this barbecue become very hot — care must be taken, especially when
children, elderly people, and animals are present.

Never cover a barbecue until it has completely cooled.

Use this barbecue only on a stable, flat surface.

Do not store flammable materials near this barbecue.

Do not use aerosols near this barbecue.

Failure to follow the manual’s instructions could result in serious injury or damage.
Modification of the barbecue may be dangerous, is not permitted and will nullify any
warranty.

If you have any queries regarding these instructions, contact your local dealer.

For Gas Grill Users Only

Turn off the gas supply at the gas bottle after use.

Do not use the barbecue or store gas bottles below ground level. LP gas is heavier
than air so if a leak occurs the gas will collect at a low level and could ignite in the
presence of a flame or spark.

For use with LPG bottled gas only. A suitable regulator must be used for butane,
propane or mixes.

LP gas bottles should never be placed directly underneath the barbecue.

LP gas bottles should never be stored or used laid on their side, in the horizontal
position. A leak would be very serious and liquid could enter the gas line with serious
result.

Never store gas bottles indoors.

Before you use your barbecue, perform a leak test. This is the only safe and sure way
to detect any gas leaking from joints and connections of the barbecue after assembly.
Leak test annually, and whenever the gas bottle is removed or replaced.

For Charcoal Grill Users Only

CAUTION: Do not use spirit or petrol for lighting or re-lighting! Use only firelighters
complying to EN1860-3. Do not add starter fluid to charcoal that is arealdy alight!

Do not use in high winds. Hot embers could be blown out of the barbecue and cause
damage or serious injury.

Ensure the ash tray is in position before use.

Never remove the ash tray whilst the barbecue is in use. Wait until the barbecue is
completely cooled before removing it.
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Gas, Regulator and Hose

This barbecue can use either propane or butane or propane / butane mixed LPG (liquid
petroleum gas) bottled gas. Propane bottles, will supply gas all year round, even on
cold winter days. Butane bottles will supply sufficient gas in summer, but it may affect
the performance of the barbecue and restrict the heat output available from the burners,
particularly once the gas temperature starts to fall below +10°C. A spanner may be
required to change gas bottles. Check that you have the correct gas bottle and regulator
for your barbecue.

Do not stand the bottle inside the trolley cabinet.

« The hose should hang freely with no bends, twisting, tension, folds, or kinks that
could obstruct free flow of gas. Always inspect the hose for cuts, cracks, or excessive
wear before use.

« Apart from the connection point, no part of the hose should touch any hot barbecue
parts. If the hose shows any sign of damage it must be replaced with a hose suitable
for use with LP gas which meets the national standards for the country of use.

« The length of hose should not exceed 1.5 metres. N.B.-The date on the orange hose
is the date of manufacture, not the expiry date.

YOU MUST HAVE THE PROPER REGULATOR AND BOTTLE IN ORDER FOR THE
BARBECUE TO OPERATE SAFELY AND EFFICIENTLY. USE OF AN INCORRECT OR
FAULTY REGULATOR IS DANGEROUS AND WILL INVALIDATE ANY WARRANTY.
Please consult your local gas dealer for the most suitable gas bottles and regulators.
